· Set a Citywide precedent for graffiti prevention through KFNA’s Utility Box Wrapping Project.  Resulted in eleven unique boxes focused on preventing blight and creating neighborhood identity, funded by a Minneapolis Clean City Grant.  Numerous neighborhoods are hoping to use this model in their own communities this summer!
· Completed our first successful year of gardening at the Pleasant Community Garden with 24 gardeners!  In 2011, we are working to increase the interconnected web of gardens and gardeners in the community by establishing potentially two additional community gardens.
· Again held a successful and fun community art show which featured over 50 local artists and raised money for additional public art pieces and activities in Kingfield. 

· Received a City of Minneapolis Climate Change grant to help commercial properties learn more about solar electric and help them overcome the barriers to installation. 
· Continued to work for full-utilization of our community park site by advocating for an off-leash dogpark at Martin Luther King Park.
· When Martin Luther King Park was removed by the Park Board as an option for an off-leash dog park, KFNA provided support for the formation of a Citizen Advisory Commission to select another off-leash location that will serve our community.

· As a result of the racial tensions that became apparent in the arguments regarding an off-leash dog park at MLK Park, KFNA began working with the 8th Ward Council offices and neighbors across the highway to begin Building Bridges and explore our community history and the role that race and racism have played in it.
· Worked with CEE to connect with Kingfield neighbors and fund home energy assessments in both 2009/10 for over 330 households and we are the 2nd place neighborhood!
· Organized block leaders to work together to share solutions to community issues and to build community on the block level in Kingfield, as well as host neighborhood-wide gatherings.

· Surveyed the community regarding the desired uses for Nicollet Avenue and continued to work alongside the City and Lyndale Neighborhood to plan for the Nicollet Avenue Repaving in 2012/13.  

· Welcomed Nicollet Square to the Kingfield Neighborhood in December 2010 and formed our joint Advisory Group to build relationships in and out of the building.

· Organized the 2nd annual Celebrate 38! festival to honor the 101st year of settlement of the City along 38th Street. 

· Established a monthly Family Movie Night at MLK Park under the leadership of the KFNA Youth and Schools Committee.

· Maintained our website at www.kingfield.org, weekly e-mail notice, and quarterly newsletter to share information with neighbors on Kingfield events and projects. 

· Maintained a weekly presence at the Kingfield Farmers’ Market to keep you all informed about activities, issues, and opportunities right here in Kingfield Neighborhood!
In the current year KFNA will continue to:

1. Perform outreach and community organizing to utilize the talents of the people in Kingfield to sustain KFNA, your neighborhood non-profit organization, and to make sure all projects are rooted in the community.   

2. Acknowledge our role in the larger community and work to build relationships between neighbors, neighborhood businesses and organizations, and surrounding neighborhoods in an effort to share the resources and talents of Kingfield for the betterment and stabilization of our community and City.
