Minutes were taken without specifics as to who made or approved motions but the results of all votes were determined to be accurate.  The KFNA Board approved them on 11/09 as the most complete set of minutes available.

In accordance with the agreement between the Kingfield Neighborhood Association (KFNA) and the Kingfield Farmers Market from December 2008, I move to transfer ownership of the following items to the Kingfield Farmers Market:



On-site storage shed 

All canopies currently stored on-site 

3 wooden tables 

12 wooden chairs 

1 square folding table 

4 rectangular folding tables 

2 metal folding chairs 

10 sandbags (ballast for canopies) 

6' x 6' vinyl Kingfield Farmers Market sign 

Various handmade signs with Kingfield Farmers Market logo 

Plastic storage bins with market supplies 

2 red garbage containers 

Miscellaneous office supplies and bungee cords 


In addition to those items enumerated above, all extraneous items otherwise stored in the on-site storage shed shall be transferred to the Kingfield Farmers Market with the understanding that any item valued at greater than $20 be given first right of refusal by KFNA staff.  Inherent in this motion is recognition that KFNA has already removed items it wishes to retain ownership of from the on-site storage shed, including 1 canopy, 1 sandwich board sign and 100 metal 'H' frames for yard signs.  KFNA shall also retain ownership of all remaining t-shirts which bear the Kingfield Farmers Market logo, but shall endeavor to distribute them in a manner that is not deleterious to the Kingfield Farmers Market's own t-shirt sales, image or mission.

Finally, I move that KFNA should require any outside organization that we allow use of our table at the market to adhere to the Kingfield Farmers Market "Community Table Guidelines", current as of this date and attached for reference.  While not part of this motion, I would also encourage KFNA and Kingfield Farmers Market leadership to establish a protocol for which types of outside organizations are appropriate for using the KFNA table at the market, recognizing both the Market's financial interests and the wide-ranging mission of KFNA.
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Kingfield Farmers Market Community Table Info and Registration

The mission of the Kingfield Farmers' Market is to bring neighbors together to buy, eat, and learn about

local food. The Kingfield Farmers' Market supports local farmers, promotes vibrant community, and

effects important changes in food and agricultural policy at the regional, state, and national levels.

Purpose: In support of our mission, the Kingfield Farmers’ Market will provide table space to eligible

community organizations. The goal of our Community Table program is to create a space for exchanging

ideas, for sharing information, for inviting participation in organizations and initiatives aimed at making a

positive difference in our local and extended communities.

Guidelines:

1. We are willing to consider other ideas but generally the table is for use by non-profit communityoriented

organizations. We are especially fond of organizations that advocate for stuff like

sustainable agriculture, youth and families, urban agriculture/community gardening, health and

nutrition, food security and economic justice.

2. A table may be reserved for the same organization more than once per season but preference will

be given to first-time applicants.

3. Sales of goods of any sort for any reason are prohibited. However, organizations may solicit

commitments to purchase products that will be delivered and paid for at a later date and a place

other than the market.

4. Fundraising activities are generally limited to the distribution of materials soliciting donations. No

transactions may take place at the market.

5. The fee for participating at the Kingfield Farmers Market is $25/market. In addition, the market has

a limited number of tables and 10x10 canopy tents for rent by your organization based on availability.

The fee for table and/or tent rental is $15/use.

6. Fees may be waived by the market’s board. If you would like more info about the rigmarole required

to get your fees waived, contact the market.

7. All displays, speech, and literature should be family friendly and aimed at being inviting to a wide and

diverse audience. If the market believes your use of the Community Table is not appropriate, then

we can ask you to behave or to leave.

8. The market gets crowded, management gets busy, and patrons get impatient so please arrive for

set-up in order to be ready to go by market open at 8:30am. Load-in begins at 7am. Teardown may

not begin until 1pm unless the market manager directs otherwise.

9. Plan to bring what you will need for your market day. If you are going to supply your own tent, bring

tent weights. They’re required for safety.

10. There is limited access to electricity. Please discuss electrical needs, if any, with market

management prior to your scheduled appearance.

11. Be kind to the environment and the clean-up crew by thinking of good ways to secure printed

materials against wind.

12. To the best of our ability, we will use our website, e-newsletter, press releases, community

calendars and our customary social networking tools (Twitter & Facebook) to get the word out about

your participation at our market, link to your website, etc. We hope that you will let your followers

know when they can find you at our market (and encourage them to come)
