2. Thank you to Kingfield Businesses:  will deliver invites after open streets to all businesses who have helped KFNA in 2015.  Whitney will work on draft email.

3. Seward Friendship Store:  Store opens October 6.  Jess was approached by Central and Bryant Neighborhoods organizations.  They want to see Seward come to Community Benefits Agreement.  Central and Bryant want KFNA to support them in getting Co-op to talk about these issues.  Per Central and Bryant, Seward not interested because feels they have policies in place already.  Central and Bryant asking us to support campaign for affordability, employment, and accessibility.  KFNA not willing to sign on to proposed CBA, but does support open discussions between Seward and neighborhood associations.
